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There is a long tradition in the history of ideas which associates the intellectual
habitus with strangerhood, outsidership and marginality. Equally venerable is the
association between outsidership and claims to objective truth. But in the knowledge
society, intellectual and scientific work have become professionalized, even
industrialized. Where, then, is the ‘outside’ from where you can see differently and
see more? The model of the ‘social triangle’ will be used to explore the checks and

balances between social domains such as culture, politics and the economy, and the
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productive rivalry between their different institutional perspectives. The problem is
not how to find objective truth, but how, in Nietzsche’s words, to ‘accumulate
different eyes’. How do the eyes of intellectuals and politicians effectively
collaborate? My own experience as a public intellectual and think tank director will
inform a view of the possible interaction between intellectuals and politicians which is
equally removed from the Platonic presumption of the philosopher-king as from the
Cartesian withdrawal into the ivory tower.
